Voting 35-4, the committee threw out after lengthy and
heated debates a move by a group of bloggers headed by
columnistManuel Quezon Il1tostrengthenthe maincomplaint
filed by businessman Jose “Joey” de Venecia Ill. The
bloggerswantedto include asaground forimpeachmentthe
memorandum of agreement (MOA) on ancestral domain
withthe Moro Islamic Liberation Front, which the Supreme
Courtdeclared as unconstitutional lastmonth. De VVenecia
said thatby movingto getrid of hiscomplaint quickly, the
House wanted to focus on amending the Constitution to
extend Ms Arroyo’sterm, whichexpiresin 2010.
